Big Ben is probably the world’s most famous clock. The iconic silhouette is
instantly recognizable and is one of the most Instagrammed sights of the planet. It
is 181 years old (1843-1859) and it is 92m. high. The clock Tower took over 15
years to build. It is a marvel of Victorian engineering, and the bells chime a
distinctive melody. It contains the Great Clock, a striking clock and five bells. Its
nickname was originally for the biggest bell. It is decorated with symbols of the

four nations of the UK.

Stonehenge is a prehistoric, megalithic structure on Salisbury Plain, in Witshire,
England. It is regarded as a British cultural icon. It was constructed from 3100BC
to 1600BC. It consists of an outer ring of vertical standing stones around 4m. high
2,1m. wide and weigh around 25 tons. Inside there is a ring of bluestones and
trilithons. The whole monument is aligned towards the sunrise on the summer
solstice and the sunset on the winter solstice.

Hyde Park is one of the Royal Parks of London. There are plenty paths to walk as
it is the biggest park (350 acres) in the capital of the UK. It was made by Henry VIII
in 1536. It is known for its famous Speakers’ Corner, where people express their
opinions freely and Serpentine and Long Water lakes. The park maintains facilities
for sports, like tennis, horse riding and cycling. There are spaces for picnics, team
sports and many concerts and music festivals take place there.

The Highlands is a historical region of Scotland. The area is sparsely populated,
with many mountains dominating the region such as UK’s highest mountain, Ben
Nevis. During the 18" and 19™ century the population there rose to around
300.000 but they emigrated to more industrial cities. The Highlands is the only
area in the British Isles to have the taiga biome as it features Scots pine forests.
Historically, the major social class of the Highlands was the clan. Scottish kings

The Dunnottar Castle was built between 1400 and 1600 on a 160 feet rock and
is surrounded by the North Sea. These dramatic cliff tops ruins were once a
fortress of one of the most powerful families in Scottland (Earls Mariscal). It
played a crucial role for over 1000 years in Scottish History, and it has hosted
William Wallace and Mary Queen of Scots and protected the Crown Jewels from
Cromwell’s army in the 1650s. It consisted of a gatehouse, tunnels, a tower
house, a forge, stables, a palace, a chapel, Whig’s Vault and Bowling Green.

Stratford-upon-Aron, mostly known as a Stratford, is a city in Warwickshire,
England. It’s located on the river Avon. It’s a popular tourist attraction as it is the
birthplace and burial place of William Shakespeare. What is characteristic of
Shakespear’s house and other houses is that they were constructed in wattle and
daud and o wooden triangle frame. It has been a market town since 1196 (King
Richard I) and its population is about 30,945.

Kensington Palace is a royal residence in Kensington Gardens, in London. It has
been a residence of the Royal family since the 17" century. Today its state rooms
are open to the public and many paintings and other royal objects are displayed.
It was originally a two-floor mansion built in 1605. It contains many public and
private apartments and houses a total of fifty residents. Some of the residences
are Old Stables, lvy Cottage, Nottingham Cottage and there is also a Chapel.

The Natural History Museum in London is a museum that exhibits a big range of
specimens of natural history. It contains 80 million items within 5 collections
botany, entomology, mineralogy, paleontology and zoology. It is also a center of
research. Given the age of the institution, many collections have great historical
and scientific interest, such as Darwin’s collection. It is also very famous for the
amazing dinosaur skeletons. It keeps a wildlife garden of unique beauty.




Buckingham Palace has served as the official residence of the UK’s royals since
1837and today is the administrative headquarters of the Monarch. It is used for
many events and receptions held by the King and the state rooms are open to
visitors every summer. It has 775 rooms which include 19 state ones, 52 Royal
ones and guestrooms, 188 staff bedrooms, 92 offices and 78 bathrooms. It is
108m. long, 120m. deep and 24m. high. Its architects are John Nash and William
Witney.
